We are a charitable organization that delivers disposable diapers to families in need.  Many families can not afford to buy enough diapers for their children.
HOW CAN YOUR TROOP PARTICIPATE?
Your troop can help by holding a diaper drive in your community. A diaper drive is like a food drive, except you ask friends, neighbors, relatives, classmates and others to donate a package of unopened diapers instead of food.
DIAPER DRIVE GUIDELINES:
1) Pick a week or a day for the diaper drive. It could coincide with an event you are holding, or you can have drop-off locations.
2) Use the Bay Area Diaper Bank’s flyer for promoting the drive, or make your own flyer using the information from ours.  Have fun decorating the flyers!
3) Distribute the flyers two weeks to one month ahead of time to anyone you know who might be able to contribute.
4) After the drive is completed, contact the Bay Area Diaper Bank to arrange for pick up.  

LEARN MORE ABOUT FAMILIES NEEDING DIAPERS

· Food Stamps can NOT be used to purchase diapers.
· Food pantries do not receive donations of diapers from grocery stores because they don’t have expiration dates.
· A baby crying non-stop from being in a soiled diaper for a prolonged time is more likely to be abused.
We can provide magazine and newspaper articles that the girls may want to read and discuss.
