In the 
past there has been a persistent misconception that our Community Collaborations are 
supported by product sales or operational funds…not true.  Community Collaborations 
programs are self sustained by the generosity and gifts of thoughtful philanthropists, 
donors, and grants.  Our donors are aware of the importance of supporting all girls… 
especially our girls that need help the most.   



 
Many of our girls in our Community Collaborations come from very difficult 

backgrounds which is one of the primary reasons why Community Collaborations are 
vital to our organization.  Many of our girls’ parents work 2-3 jobs, work in the fields, 
have language limitations, some are close to becoming homeless or are homeless.  Most 
of our girls in our Community Collaborations have little to no extra money for additional 
activities so, when they do join Girl Scouts they truly treasure every new experience, 
value the new friends they make, appreciate the safe environment and all the amazing 
things they learn when they participate in this introduction to our Girl Scout program.   
 

Many of the girls want to be in traditional troops but for a variety of reasons that 
is not the case.  It could be a transportation, language issue, lack of understanding, lack of 
money, or a lack of knowledge concerning our program.  The goal of Community 
Collaborations is to overcome those issues and provide an introductory experience into 
the girl scouts.

Last year 2008-2009 we had a total of 1,757 girls in our Community 

Collaborations Troops.  Northern HUB had 837 girls, Central HUB had 205 girls and the 
Southern HUB had 715 girls.  This year we plan to expand the program to more girls and 
add new sites.  One focus for this year is that we are transitioning as many girls into 
traditional troops as possible.  With everyone’s support this process can be successful. 
 
On a positive note: we are surrounded by many other organizations that truly want to help 
our youth.  We have amazing partners within all three HUBS that support our 
Community Collaborations and want to support our girls.
