Kim’s Game Bird Identification Requirements:

The patrol gets points for each correct bird they write down. The pictures will be covered up when
you arrive, then they will be uncovered for one minute for you to study them, then they will be
covered again. After that, you are to write the names down on the paper provided. Patrols should
practice playing this to get comfortable with the format and pace of the game. Junior patrols will need
to identify 9 birds for the game but Cadette patrols will need to identify more than 9 birds.

Girls will only need to identify birds by their common names. The birds they will need to know are:
