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GSCCC 2009 Day Camp FAQ’s

1) How do girls and adults find out about Day Camp?
a. Online Publication:  This year we will have two publications available to download on our website www.girlscoutsccc.org on the Summer Activities Page.  The first is the GSCCC Summer Activity guide which includes a calendar of all of the council offered programs in all three hubs.  The registrations for these begin on March 15, 2009.  We are also creating a 2009 SUMMER DAY CAMP GUIDE that will be available on April 1st for girls and adults to download from the Summer Activities page.  Hard copies of this publication will also be available at the Service Unit meetings in April.

b. Online Calendar:  As Day Camps send in their registration and Day Camp information to the council via the spreadsheet that the Director of Girl Services sent out on March 10, 2009, events will be posted on the EVENTS page on the council website www.girlscoutsccc.org.  This means that the earlier you send your completed Day Camp Information Spreadsheet to the council, the earlier our membership will be able to sign up for your Day Camp.
2) Do we have to use Council Registration to have our Day Camp Advertised in the Day Camp Guide?

a. 
No.  All Day Camps have the choice of doing their own registration or having council do their registration.            GSCCC will advertise all Day Camps in the 2009 Summer Day Camp Guide provided that the information is received to the Director of Girl Services by email by March 27th, 2009.
b. If a Day Camp chooses to do their own registration, the council will list the Day Camp’s information and contact information and or the Day Camp website (if applicable) on the website so that members know how to get the necessary registration forms etc.  Day Camps that do their own registration are responsible for submitting a budget to the Director of Girl Services for approval and an after action report within 60 days after the event.  Day Camps that do their own registration are also responsible for sending out their own confirmation materials and managing their Day Camp funds through a Day Camp bank account.

If a Day Camp chooses to do council registration, the Day Camp will need to add $5 per girl to cover the costs 

of the registration system we will be using this year REGONLINE and administration costs. 

3) We need to pay for facility registration and some supplies before the checks are cashed?  Where are we supposed to get the money for this if council is processing the initial money?
a. 
As soon as your Day Camp Budget is approved by the GSCCC Director of Girl Services and a copy of it is submitted to the GSCCC Program Manager, you may write a letter or email requesting Start Up Fees for your Day Camp.  This letter just needs to state the amount needed and what it is for.  If you are doing your own registration, you will need to pay this amount back prior to the start of your Day Camp.  If you are doing council registration, we will then subtract this amount from your account when the majority of the payments have come in for your account.  Should you cancel your event, your Day Camp will still need to pay back this Start up fee. 
8) Many times as part of the confirmation, there are additional forms that must be returned for each participant – medical releases, etc.  What happens to these forms?
a. If doing council registration, these forms will be returned by the participant directly to each individual Day Camp Registrar.  They will not be sent to the Council Registrar. The mailing and contact information for the Day Camp Registrar should be stated very clearly on the confirmation.
b. If doing private registration, these forms will need to be sent out and collected by the day camp staff.
9) I heard that the maximum amount a Day Camp could charge per participant is $75.  Is this still true?
a. No.  Having a maximum of $75 per participant was a procedure enforced by Girl Scouts of Tres Condados.  As Girl Scouts of California’s Central Coast, we not do not have a maximum cost per participant for Day Camp.  Your price per girl should cover the costs of the event.  The council suggests adding 10% to the estimated costs to ensure that your budget will not reflect a deficit at the end of your event.

10) Is there a registration fee to council we need to pay per girl if we do our own registration?
a. No.  If you do your own registration, there is no fee to pay to the council.  If you do registration thru the council, you will need to pay $5 per registration within 60 days of the final day of the event.

11) Can older girls help out if they are not Program Aides?

a. A Day Camp may have older girl helpers if they wish that are not Program Aide trained, however these girl cannot be called program aides and must go through Day Camp Training.

12) Can we get in-kind donations to help with supplies for the Day Camp?

a. Yes.  Make sure to contact the Fund Development Assistant at tcarelli@girlscoutsccc.org for instructions and guidelines for this procedure.

13) What level of 1st Aid is needed for a Day Camp?

a. Level 2 First Aid is recommended for a Day Camp per page 36 of Safety-Wise.
