Looker Access

Coming in April, Service Unit Volunteers with Looker access will need to start

logging in using an authenticator app. This is a part of a push by GSUSA to

make all of our data more secure, so they are requiring multifactor

authentication to login. In the months to come GSUSA will reach out to the

volunteers that this change is applicable to with details of how to setup their

authenticator app and when the exact change will be made.

Wells Fargo Troop Banking

In late 2024 Wells Fargo informed council they would be changing the way we

set up troop banking accounts and required us to support this initiative. This

has been a very dif�cult transition, and we have been experiencing long delays

and lack of support from the various teams at the bank. We are currently

evaluating whether this is the right banking relationship for us to continue.

We are very aware of the frustrations that our members are experiencing,

especially new Troop Leaders along with our staff. This is why we are currently

evaluating if this is the right banking relationship for our members and are

interviewing other banks. Our single focus is to ensure that our troops are

supported, no bank charges and electronic account signups for convenience.

AB506 Compliance: Immediate Action Required –

Complete Your LiveScan by March 15

Your compliance with AB506 LiveScan requirements is crucial to maintaining

safety and support for our Girl Scout members. Completing your LiveScan

background check is an essential step in ensuring a secure environment for our

girls and meeting California state law requirements.

This is an urgent reminder to complete this process by March 15th to avoid any

disruptions to your ability to fully participate as a leader. Your prompt action

directly supports our mission to provide a safe and enriching experience for all

members.

�. Bring the GSCCC LiveScan Form to ensure your results are sent directly to

the council.

�. Submit the reimbursement form for any fees incurred.
